Sheridan was Canada’s Commissioner of Competition from 2004 to 2009. As the head of the Competition Bureau, she administered and enforced the Competition Act and oversaw the development of comprehensive amendments to the Act that were passed in 2009. Internationally, Sheridan led the Bureau’s participation at the International Competition Network and the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development.  She was chair of the ICN Steering Group from 2007-2009.

Sheridan was named one of Canada’s 100 Most Powerful Women by the Women’s Executive Network and was honored with the Distinguished Alumni Award from the University of Victoria.  She was also awarded a Queen Elizabeth II Diamond Jubilee Medal.
